CRITERIA

Nominees will be evaluated using the following criteria.

1.
Demonstrates support of the goals of Farm Bureau and provides unselfish assistance in their behalf.

2.
Provides valuable service to farming/ranching and to the community. 

3.
Exhibits initiative and creativity enhancing the strength of farming/ranching.

RULES

1.
The member family must be actively engaged in farming.  Any Idaho Farm Bureau member family in which the husband is retired or deceased, are also eligible. 

2.
This application is submitted to the county Farm Bureau with each county submitting their winner to the District

3.
Deadlines and judging arrangements for the county are set by the individual counties, and by the districts at the district level. 

4.
A panel of well qualified judges will make the final selection of the District winner. 

Additional space other than that available on the entry form may be used.  Scrapbooks or other visual additions or letters of recommendation will not be considered.
